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TEAM ROLE OPTIONS

STANDARD TEAM RIDER

This is our most common and popular role on the team. Typically we have
over 25 Standard Team Riders. This role is for individuals who want to ride
on our team. You are responsible for fundraising $200 and in return you
get a whole bunch of perks!

*STP registrations are paid for up front by Outdoors for All. You will pay the
registration fee to us NOT Cascade Bicycle. We have 32 slots available on our
team. After 32 slots have been filled, you will need to get your own registration
via Cascade Bicycle Club. When you register for the Outdoors for All you will
need to pay the $95. A staff member will contact you to collect this registration
fee. You may also pay the $40 accommodations at this time (optional).

TEAM RIDER w/ DISABILITY

Every year we look for a handful of participants to take on the fun and
exciting challenge and ride the STP with the Outdoors for All team.
Participant riders need to be (or will be) in good health by the time of the
ride. This activity has a high level of difficulty associated with it and is
geared toward those who fall in our Competitor Recreational Group
category (see our season activity guide for more information on our new
recreational groups). Ability to participate is dependent on the number of
volunteers we have to match with participant riders.

There are fees associated with this activity to cover fundraising goals,
registration, training, transportation, lodging and equipment. Financial
scholarships are available for this activity.

*Financial scholarships are available for participants with disabilities.

FREE AGENT RIDER

Our Free Agent Rider role is for those who just want to fundraise on their
own for Outdoors for All and plan on riding. They typically already are
registered through Cascade for the STP and just want to raise money in
support of our mission. There is no minimum fundraising commitment for
Free Agent Riders UNLESS you plan on taking advantage of the perks of
accommodations, transportation, free jersey, etc. Free Agent Riders are
more than welcome to take advantage of any perks as well, such as
transportation and accommodations but please pre-arrange these before
the event so we can make sure we have enough room.

To officially be part of the Outdoors for All team and take advantage of all
the benefits, Free Agent Riders must raise $200 and pay the $95
registration fee.

NOTE: If you DO NOT raise the $200 as a Free Agent you will not be able to
take advantage of some of the benefits and you will not receive an STP
Team jersey.

*If you still need a registration as a Free Agent Rider, we might still have some

left. Please contact our office to make sure we still have registration remaining.

VIP VOLUNTEER RIDER

The primary responsibility of the VIP Rider is to train and ride with
participants interested in riding the Seattle to Portland cycle ride. Itis
important for this volunteer to be willing to commit to AT LEAST THREE
training rides with their participant leading up to the STP and also the two
day event on July 17-18. You will get a chance to help an individual with
disabilities reach the goal of riding 200 miles to Portland, OR!

NOTE: If we do not have any participants riding with us or for your to train
with, you will need to become a Standard Team Rider instead. The only
difference is that accommodations are not covered in this role.
