From the I-5 N.E. 65th Street exit, head east approximately four miles on 65th (stay on the arterial route) until 

you have reached Sand Point Way N.E. Turn left on to Sand Point Way N.E. Turn right on the N.E. 74th Street 

entrance to Warren G. Magnuson Park (you will go under an arch way). 

 

After you go under the arch, continue on 74th St NE until you reach a four-way stop. Take a left at the stop sign.
